Notes:- (A full briefing will be sent by email to all the above on the rota.)

1. As duty officer, you are responsible for organising, running and recording the racing but above all the safety of every solo sailor on the water. See also 5 below

2. Racing starts at 13.30 hrs; as duty officer you should try to get down by 12.30 hrs to open up the club if necessary, get the safety boat out and plan your courses. 

3. The format will be ideally 4 to 8 short races of 10 to 15 minutes each with a beat, a reach and a run if possible.  Try to start and finish on a beat, it’s more fun!!  Also incorporate training where possible using members of the fleet to help .

4. Record the date and all results on the form available from the Solo notice board and put them in the internal letterbox addressed to John Cripps.

5. As the PRO/SBO it is your responsibility to liaise on the day with the other fleet officials to ensure efficient use of the water and where necessary to lock up after everyone has left.
